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FORMING AN ATTACHED GARAGE

Forming an attached garage is no problem when using the Advance system.
lf possible, set garage footings exactly 4' higher than basement footing. This way
a 4' panel will conveniently fit the basement fonming. Make sune the forms are
securely togethen and try to keep the horizontal bridge length [the X length) as
short as possible.

WALL THIGKNESS CHANGE

Many plans call for a wallthickness change. These changes usually occun at a "T'i
